1.
Call to order.


Commissioner Fulwiler called the meeting order at 6:02 P.M.

Commissioners Present:  Bassett, Turner, Fleming, and Wilhite.

Approve agenda

Action:
Commissioner Fleming made a motion to approve the Agenda as 



presented. Commissioner Turner seconded the motion.  The motion 


carried unanimously.
3. 
Approve minutes of 05/18/09 and 06/01/09.

Commissioner Fleming requested a correction to the June 1, 2009 minutes 
regarding Mr. Tim Mc Duffy’s name. He also pointed out that his name was still 
in the plural form on the 05/18/09 minutes and asked that it be corrected.


Ms. Mahalick stated that she had made a correction to the word “arterial” in the 
06/01/09 minutes.
Action:
Commissioner Fleming made a motion to approve the minutes of 05/18/09 06/01/09 with the corrections as discussed.  Commissioner Bassett seconded the motion.  The motion carried unanimously.
Ms. Mahalick certified that public notice of this hearing had been posted as required.
STATEMENT OF PROCEEDINGS WAS READ INTO THE RECORD.

All Commissioners certified no conflicts of interest or ex-parte communication.
4.
Subdivision request for Starquest Investments, LLC., at the Northeast corner of Horton & Nugent Road, 320.216 acres zoned MP.  Request will create 2 lots, one of 80 acres and one of 240.216 acres zoned Master Plan-MP.
At this time all the parties giving testimony were sworn in by Commissioner Turner

Mr. Tim Oden presented some additional information regarding the Subdivision request that the Commission had requested. Commissioner Bassett asked about the flood insurance rate map listing the land as state land. Mr. Oden stated that he felt this was a former listing and that it is not state land.  Commissioner Turner asked if any conceptual plans had been ever been presented for this plan or is simply annexed and zoned master plan.

Mr. Oden responded stating that to his knowledge there had not been a conceptual plan submitted. Commissioner Turner asked if there was a minimum size for a master plan.

Ms. Mahalick responded that the minimum is 25 acres. Commissioner Fleming asked what it meant when the road department issued a “no issue opinion”.
Ms. Mahalick responded stating that it means that the Town maintains that stretch of road and the Road Supervisor had no additional comments as far as the upgrade to that area.

Commissioner Fleming also asked if the 80 acres would remain Master Plan as well as the 240 acres. Ms. Mahalick stated that both would remain Master Plan and that this division is strictly for the foreclosure.

Action:
Commissioner Wilhite made a motion to grant the request to subdivide 


the 320.064 acres into 2 tracts known as Starquest Investments, LLC.  


Commissioner Fleming seconded the motion.  The motion carried 



unanimously.
5.
Subdivision of Hillcrest, LLC Master Plan, 2 Tracts from 311.12 acres zoned MP,  located in the N ½ Sec 15, T10N R7E, Santa Fe County, NM.  Adjacent to  Highway 344 and Venus.
Mr. Oden reviewed this item for the Commission stating that they had submitted 
some additional material and information. 
Ms. Mahalick stated that the purpose of this is to subdivide these parcels out so that the Town can take ownership of both parcels.  She described the parcels and stated that the town opinion was that it was in the public interest for the Commission to waive the requirements for bonding and subdivision improvements as the Town will assume all of the responsibility for the necessary infrastructure to both parcels and additionally the Town will provide for any type of improvement to the highway for the entrance that the Town chooses.  She added that the Town was in discussions with the highway department regarding the requirements for the recreation fields and 
Municipal Way which is directly adjacent to this parcel.  She also stated that she 
would appreciate the Commission considering the condition that the infrastructure 
requirements be the onus of the Town should they acquire ownership within six months.
Commissioner Turner asked about the status if the Town did not attain ownership.
Ms. Mahalick stated that if it is a condition of platting then the applicant 
understands that they would not have to complete all of the necessary infrastructure for the parcels and the Town would  be liable for it.  She added that the Commission could make it a further condition that the applicant vacates the subdivision plat if the Town does not take ownership.  Ms. Mahalick stated for the record that the Town had proceeded with this land acquisition in much the same way that they proceeded with State Land acquisitions following the same type of procedure in moving forward.  Commissioner Fulwiler asked Ms. Mahalick to explain to the public what the Town plans on using this land for. Ms. Mahalick responded stating that the Town would re-zone the land for Governmental Facility use.  The Northeast section will be used for the Public Works Facility and the parcel adjacent to the future Fire Station will be used for a future Animal Shelter.
Commissioner Turner asked if the Council was in general agreement with using Tract M for the Public Works building. Ms. Mahalick stated that they were aware of the stated use and there had been general agreement about using the property for this use.


Action:
Commissioner Wilhite made a motion to approve the subdivision 


of Hillcrest removing Tracts M and Units 6A from the Master Plan 

to be taken over by the Town of Edgewood and that the



Commission waives the required bonding on the condition that the 


Town obtains ownership within six months.  Should that not take 


place then the subdivision would be vacated. Commissioner



Fleming seconded the motion.  The motion carried unanimously.

Out-of-public hearing

6.
Wind Ordinance Discussion.
Ms. Mahalick provided a sample of the Union County Ordinance for the Commissioner which had been drafted by the Town Attorney as an example of a legally defendable document. The Commission entered into discussion regarding the creation of a Wind Ordinance. Included in the discussion were issues regarding, shadow flicker, fall zones, lot size, and safety fencing as this pertains to an Ordinance.  The Commissioner determined that they were ready to provide a draft for the Councils’ review.  Mr. Reed Jackson asked that the Commission let the Electrical Code requirements cover any electrical issues and not tread into areas already covered by codes and inspections. Mr. Bob Steiner asked that the Commissioner consider contracting with one of the 
wind turbine manufacturers to build a unit for the Town in an effort to answer some of the questions and issues that they have before them.
7.
Transportation Master Plan discussion.
Ms. Mahalick presented this item and provided a sample Ordinance for the Commissions’ review.  She asked the Commission to take some time to digest the information she has provided and consider some design standards for the build out of the Town roads.
8.
Commercial Design Overlay discussion
Ms. Mahalick asked the commission to concentrate on the road standards first as this will lay the ground work.  Commissioner Turner stated she believed that walk-ability was of high importance.
