Re: Letter of Justification/Financial Hardship
Dear Mr. Trujillo,

The Town of Edgewood Roads Department is made up of four employees who
maintain over 330,485.7 feet (almost 63 miles) of roads. Additionally, due to an
annexation that has been winding its way through he courts, we are a month away
from taking over 9 miles of additional roads — most of which are in poor
condition.

The Town of Edgewood funds the Roads Department out of the General Fund. In
recent years General Fund Revenue has been decreasing while Road Maintenance
Costs have been increasing. The Current Budget for the Roads Department is
$702.056.00. Of that $129,445.00 is funded through Gas Tax. The balance of
$702.,056.00 is funded from the Town’s General Fund. Keeping in mind that in
order to save money most of the repair and maintenance of vehicles is done by
the employees themselves, we budgeted to spend $35,000 on the repair and
maintenance of Roads Department Vehicles this fiscal year. To date, we are
already over budget by almost $10,000.00

For the last three years the Town has asked for (but not received) State of New
Mexico Capital Outlay Funds to purchase a new water truck. The equipment
currently used by the Roads Department is aging and in some cases worn out.
The last time the Roads Department bought a new piece of equipment was in
2014 when we purchased a dump truck. Repurposing old equipment and
maintaining as well as {inding multiple uses for working equipment is the current
state of affairs.

The reason the town can’t buy any new or well-maintained used equipment for
the Roads Department is very simply because we don’t have enough money. It
is our hope that we have demonstrated our financial hardship and qualify to
purchase surplus automotive and major road equipment from the NMDOT 2017
