DRAFT SERVICE REQUEST

January 11, 2019

Good morning Board members -

In accordance with NCRTD Board adopted Resolution No. 2009-13, | would like to request the Board
consider Demand Response Service be provided in and surrounding Edgewood, NM. As you may know,
NCRTD currently operates a commuter route between Edgewood and Santa Fe that provides one
inbound trip to Santa Fe in the morning and one return trip to Edgewood in the evening. The existing
service operates year-round and is a great option for Edgewood and surrounding community residents
that work in Santa Fe.

According to census.gov, the combined population in the communities of Edgewood, Moriarty and
Stanley is approximately 7,000 people. In addition to the employment access needs the existing route
serves, residents in and near Edgewood have other transportation needs that could be addressed
through additional public transit service in the area. Additional public transit would provide for
improved access to healthcare, education, quality of life activities and the like. A newly constructed First
Choice Community Healthcare Clinic will open its doors in January 2019 and the number of patients
using the new facility is projected to increase, drawing from across the Estancia Valley and the East
Mountain area.

Board members, please consider directing Staff to commence a comprehensive needs assessment for
the additional service in the context of the upcoming Service Plan Update and the resulting future
systemwide route modifications. The proposed additional service would be a tremendous asset to the
region through improved transportation options to local residents and visitors.
