1) Call to Order-Roll call.
Chairman Stanton called the meeting to order with a roll call at 6:00 P.M.
Commissioners Present: Commissioner Bryant, Commissioner Huppertz and Commissioner Wood
Commissioner Barrett
Commissioners Absent: Commissioner Lee
Staff Present: Tawnya Mortensen and Michelle Schmidt

2) Approve Agenda.

Chairman Stanton asked for a motion to approve the agenda. Tawnya Mortensen asked that Iltem #8 be
removed as it is not ready for consideration. Commissioner Huppertz also asked to have Public
Comment up to 6.5. Commissioner Huppertz motioned to approve the agenda with the changes with
Commissioner Bryant seconding the motion.

Action: The Agenda was approved unanimously.

3) Approve the Minutes of 5/8/2017.

Chairman Stanton asked if there were any changes or corrections to the Draft Planning & Zoning Minutes
for May 8, 2017. There were none. Commissioner Wood made a motion to approve the Minutes of
May 8, 2017; his motion was seconded by Commissioner Huppertz.

Action: The Minutes of May 8, 2017 were approved unanimously.

4) Matters From the Chair and Commission Members

Chairman Stanton asked if any of the Commissioners had any matters to report. Commissioner Huppertz
asked if the Zoning Ordinance could be discussed even though it was taken off the Agenda. Michelle
Schmidt asked that if the Commissioners had any questions or changes to the Zoning Ordinance to
please email her with them. Staff also gave the option for Commissioners to come in to the office with
any changes or questions.

5) Matters From the Staff
Michelle handed out tax papers for the Commissioners to fill out.



6) Public Hearing Request for a Conditional Use Permit

Commissioner Stanton asked if all notifications went out and that Staff was ready for this Hearing.
He then opened the Hearing with reading the rules of a Quasi-Judicial Procedure and asked if there was
any conflict of interest or cx-partc communication. Therc wasn’t any. Commissioner Stanton swore in
all individuals giving testimony. A gentleman from the back of the room (later identified as Joseph
Campbell) asked who all was notified. Tawnya Mortensen answered that all abutters within 500 feet of
the applicant’s property were sent notices. Mr. Campbell was asked to approach the podium. Mr.
Campbell came forward, stated his name and explained that he felt that since the applicant’s home was
in the Aero Monte Vista Subdivision the HOA should have received a letter as well. He went on to
explain that the HOA has strict updated covenants that may not allow this type of home based business.
Ms. Mortensen repeated that property owners within 500 feet were notified but the HOA was not.
Michelle Schmidt added that the owner of the property was notified as well and sent us a letter granting
permission for the applicants to run this business out of this home since they are renters. Mr. Campbell
repeated that he thinks it needs to be considered by the board that there may be CC&R’s that will not
allow this in the Aero Monte Vista Subdivision. Chairman Stanton stated that maybe this needs to be
considered. The Town’s Attorney, Randy Autio weighed in by letting the Commission know that from
legal standpoint, HOA’s are private and will not have anything to do with a Zoning perspective which is
what they will be dealing with for this hearing. Mr. Campbell repeated his concern. Chairman Stanton
asked that Mr. Campbell wait until after the applicants had a chance to speak and then he would have a
chance to rebuttal. Chairman Stanton asked staff to begin with the Staff Report. Tawnya Mortensen
read the staff report. Chairman Stanton asked if the elderly patient is a family member. Ms. Mortensen
answered that no it will not be a family member. He then asked how many with Ms. Mortensen
answering that there would be one to two. Commissioner Wood asked if we are dealing with just the
elderly care or would there be anything done to the structure. The answer was nothing would be done
to the home. Commissioner Huppertz asked why it was brought before the Commission. Mortensen
explained that in R1 section of the Zoning Ordinance a boarding business requires a Conditional Use
Permit and that is essentially what the applicants are doing is boarding an elderly person. Randy Autio
explained that this type of business is new and there isn’t anything in the town’s ordinance for it. He
went on to explain Federal Law regarding this type of business. With no other questions for staff the
Chairman moved on to the applicant pleading their side. Matthew Kiley McCall approached the
podium to explain that he and his fiancé want to open an elderly care home based business where they
would care for 1 to 2 elderly patients. He said there would be an interview with the patient to assure
that they would be able to give them the proper care. He listed the credentials they both have and the
years’ experience they have as well. Sharlene Roper approached the stand and repeated what Mr.
McCall stated but added that they had both taken care of their mothers in their last months.
Commissioner Huppertz asked if the numbers could go to two. Mr. McCall explained that yes it could
but they want to be able to give the residents all the care and attention they deserve. Commissioner
Barrett asked how they would screen the potential residents. Mr. McCall said they would interview the
patient and the patient’s family to make sure they are a good fit. Chairman Stanton asked how many
people in total would live in the home. Mr. McCall answered that he and his fiancé and the patient
would be the only ones living there with their two dogs. Commissioner Bryant asked if this would be
their full-time job. They answered yes that when they have approval and get a resident, they both will
quit their full-time jobs. Commissioner Wood asked about the size of their driveway. The applicants
explained that they have plenty of room for parking and will not be along the road. He then asked about



emergency plans that are in place. Mr. McCall explained the protocol they will use depending on
different situations. Commissioner Wood asked about emergency situations for the care givers. Who
takes care of the resident if something happens to one of them? Mr. McCall said there will be cell
phones and call buttons available. Commissioner Huppertz asked what approval is required from health
organization. Ms. Roper answered that they will not be regulated until they have 2 residents. They
have been in contact with the health department. They also stated that they want to start with one and
make sure they have that in order before they add another so they can then be regulated which is the
goal. Ms. Roper added that they want to be able to take the residents out to church, the casino or for ice
cream to keep their life as normal as they can. Chairman Stanton asked if the Commissioners had any
further questions for the applicants. There were no further questions. Chairman Stanton then gave time
for the rebuttal. Joseph Campbell approached the podium with questions for the applicants. He stated
that the applicants were running an unregulated nursing home. Mr. McCall explained that that was not
what the business would be. Mr. Campbell expressed this concern about increased traffic with
emergency services and other services for the care of the residents. Questions and answers went back
and forth between Mr. Campbell and the applicants for quite some time. Tawnya Mortensen interrupted
and addressed Mr. Campbell to let him know that the home was inspected by Santa Fe County Fire
Inspector Renee Nix who approved the safety of the home. Mr. Campbell asked if the home had a fire
suppression system. The applicants answered that they have smoke and gas alarms. Mr. Campbell
asked how they would get the patient out if there was a fire. Mr. McCall answered by explaining the
plan. Mr. McCall said they would have a written fire plan. Mr. Campbell asked what they will do
when they have two people and will they be regulated by the state. Mr. McCall answered that when
they have two people they will then be able to regulated by the state. Chairman Stanton asked if there
were any questions for Mr. Campbell and there weren’t any. Chairman Stanton asked if there were any
additional speakers that would like to speak. No one came forward. Chairman Stanton asked if there
was anyone that wanted to speak in opposition of the matter. Mr. Campbell got back up to repeat his
concerns about a negative impact this type of home-based business would have on the neighborhood
which included traffic and safety. He also stated that proper notice was not followed since the HOA was
not notified. Chairman Stanton asked how this is any different than a household taking in their parents
or grandparents. Mr. Campbell said because it’s a business and it’s not family. Chairman Stanton then
asked if he would have an issue with it if they were relatives. Mr. Campbell said he would not have a
problem at all if they were family. Randy Autio spoke on how the US Supreme Court handles these
types of homes that take care of sick or elderly. He cited a case from City of Claiborne against
Claiborne Living Center where the United States Supreme Court found that it was a violation of equal
protection laws to exclude them from a neighborhood if they were living in this type of situation. Since
then (1980’s) municipalities and counties have had to adapt to these types of situations and cannot
exclude them. Mr. Campbell said there were other underlying factors including insurance and what
happens if someone gets hurt in the house. Mr. McCall stated that there will be insurance.
Commissioner Huppertz asked of CC&R’s trump town ordinance. Mr. Autio explained that CC&R’s
were private among home owners and had nothing to do with the Town. Commissioner Wood weighed
in saying that that we only deal with Planning and Zoning not CC&R’s. Ms. Mortensen spoke up to
explain that staff had looked at traffic and did not feel it would be any different than a regular house.
Commissioner Wood asked if in the Conditional Use will it state that they will not be allowed to have
more than two patients. Ms. Mortensen said that is part of the Conditions that they will not have more
than two at a time and the CUP is subject to yearly review. She also stated that she heard from three
other neighbors that asked many questions but did not have any issues with this business going in the



home. Chairman Stanton asked if there were additional questions. Mr. Campbell was asked where
hishousle

Ray Seagers who was also in attendance asked to speak. Chairman Stanton swore him in since he was
not sworn in earlier. Mr. Seagers spoke in favor of the Conditional Use Permit for the home-based
business. He said that it is something that many people need and it will benefit the Town.

7) Calendar Update and Future Agenda Items
The next Planning & Zoning Commission Meeting is scheduled for May 22, 2017 at 6:00 p.m.
There will be another NMLZO conference in September in Ruidoso NM. Details to come.

LOCATION

Subject property is located at 73 NM 344, TR A Woods End Ranch, T10N, R7E, SEC 21 NMPM, in
the Town of Edgewood, Santa Fe County, New Mexico.

BACKGROUND

This property is currently zoned R-1. It is abutted by R-1 properties to the west and to the
north. It is also abutted by C-1 Commercial to the south and C-2 across Hwy 344 to the east.

PROJECT DESCRIPTION

The purpose for the Zone Change is to allow for the operation of a Veterinary Clinic on this 5
acre site.

STAFF ANALYSIS

1. R-1Zoning does not allow for a veterinary clinic. (Zoning Ordinance 2014-02 R1 Zoning)

2. C-2 Zoning allows for a veterinary clinic. Zoning Ordinance 2014-02, Section 22. C-2
Commercial Business Zone, B. Permissive Uses #13 — “Veterinary hospital, animal
grooming parlor, or pet sales store.”

3. C-2to the East across NM 344 (Wal-Mart)



4. C-1directly to the South, also fronting NM 344 (Duran Sand & Gravel)

5. Town of Edgewood Comprehensive Land Use Plan — Commercial/Industrial Land Use:
“NM344 also has a significant amount of commercial land north of the I-40 Interchange,
and is an emerging commercial corridor with the construction of the new Super Wal-
Mart at the intersection of NM 344 and Church Street.”

6. Town of Edgewood Comprehensive Land Use Plan — Commercial/Industrial Land Use:
“There are vacant tracts of land adjacent to both NM 333 and NM 344 in proximity to
the 1-40 freeway interchange which are anticipated to undergo pressure for retail
commercial and other business development in the near future.”

STAFF RECOMMENDATION

Staff recommends to send forward to Town Council for approval. This proposed change agrees
with the Comprehensive Land Use Plan. Additionally, it is adjacent to two commercial
properties (Super Wal-Mart and Duran Sand and Gravel). However, we ask that the Planning &
Zoning Commission take into consideration the impact of further zone changes into the
residential area west of the property should Council vote to approve.
